The state of Minnesota holds two Israel Bonds worth $18,400,000.00 total. Money raised from sales of Israel Bonds is used to finance infrastructural and economic development projects. Many of these projects further entrench the Israeli systems of occupation and apartheid which violate Palestinians' human rights and international laws. For instance, these funds are used to build Israeli-only by-pass roads and an Israeli-only railway system, both of which cut through the West Bank and are built on illegally confiscated Palestinian land. Furthermore, money from sale of Israel Bonds goes toward construction of illegal settlements in the West Bank and East Jerusalem. Finally, bond money is used for building the illegal wall.

 As a resident of Minnesota, I do not want my state's investments to oppress others. By withholding our money, we can non-violently pressure Israel to end its human rights abuses and comply with international law. As my representative, please join me in seeking Minnesota’s divestment from Israel Bonds in order to promote a just peace between Israelis and Palestinians!
